In groups of 3–4, discuss the following questions: 

• What do you like or find interesting about this image? 

• How does it show something special or unusual about the Addams family? 

• How does this moment help you understand Wednesday’s character better? 

• If you were at Wednesday’s thirteenth birthday party, what would you say or do? 

• Would you drink the Addams family “birthday poison”? Why or why not? 

• What do you think Wednesday will decide — to stay an Addams or try to be normal? 

• Do you think being “different” can be a good thing? Why? 

 

Follow-up (2–3 minutes)
